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The depth of sinker/anchor should be about 1 metre
The length of the mooring line depends on the

tide range and desired angle of mooring line (scope).
Most WSC mooring have a tidal range of 4m so allow at
least a 5m scope plus height to bow'

On high springs you may need to alter scope.
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Mooring chains from sinker to mud surface and then chain or rope, which ever you prefer,
can be connected with a bridle, as above, or direct to mooring buoy, as below.
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Mooring lines or “scope” should be sized to suit your boat
Buoys should be clear and visable to others

. .
. Mooring chain should be as large as possible but not less
. than 12mm from anchor to bed then sized according to .
. your boat size and weight. The chain should pull from the .
. centre of the wheel. .
*
It is suggested that the anchor should be either -

an approved mooring anchor or a 15 inch “Transit type”
wheel with holes cut in the top surface to allow mud to

fill the tyre.
The achor should be 1m below surface.
